We hope this letter finds you well during these challenging times.  

As a result of current circumstances and ongoing restrictions, we are unable to hold Progress 

Evenings in their usual format this year and therefore during the last half-term, we spent 

some time considering alternative approaches to ensure that you are kept up-to-date on the 

progress of your son / daughter.

Parents/Carers will be provided with a range of possible times and dates within that week, 

and we will ask you to select a slot that is convenient to you.

Year 7 Week commencing Monday 11th January 2021 

Year 11 Week commencing Monday 22nd February 2021 

Year 10  Week commencing Monday 3rd May 2021 

Year 8  Week commencing Monday 7th June 2021 

 

In terms of the actual phone call, it will be conducted by your son’s / daughter’s form tutor.  

Whilst we appreciate that the form tutor might not teach your son / daughter, subject staff 

will provide all necessary details, including subject specific strengths and next steps, to the 

form tutor so you will receive specific information on each subject, just as you would at a 

normal Progress Evening. 

Each telephone call will have a time allocation of ten minutes but, as is always the case at 

Progress Evenings, if more time is required, that can be arranged at an alternative date.
